"Thanks, Scar. I'm Jonas Becker, Chief Executive Officer as well as Chief Cook and Bottle Washer of Becker Interplanetary Recycling and Salvage Enterprises, Ltd. We were en route for a planet in another sector altogether when we had an equipment failure. I thought it would be safe to land here for repairs, but it was a lot soupier than it looked. This nice lady beside me is Commander Nadhari Kando. She tells me we're pretty close to Makahomia, which is where she's from. You think you could tow us that far?" 
 
"Sure, that's not much out of my way. I was hoping to stop and refuel there, anyway." 
 
Becker looked at Nadhari, who said, "That shouldn't be a problem. I will transfer to your navigation computer the proper coordinates for our final destination." She did so and then said, "These are the coordinates of the Federation outpost nearest my place of origin. It has an excellent spaceport and enough land-mass that the planet's various border skirmishes really don't affect the people who aren't interested in the battles." After she'd finished the transmission, she sat back, as still as a statue. 
 
Acorna looked at her sharply. Nadhari was clearly uncomfortable. Had she been a less disciplined and guarded individual, she might have been twitching or displaying a nervous tic, but as the highly trained peacekeeper that she was, Nadhari simply be came increasingly still, outwardly calm, her face serene as a sheathed knife unless she was speaking. 
 
At that moment the vid screen lit again, "Okay, Captain Becker, ma'am. I'm going to turn on the tractor beam now. Hope everybody is strapped in?" 
 
Becker reassured him on that point. "Just about time too, buddy. The viewport is starting to get a little moist around the edges. You sure that winch of yours can pull us out of this? Want me to use my thrusters first? " 
 
"Well, let's just crank 'er up and give 'er a go first, whatcha think?" the other captain suggested. 
 
"Sounds good to me. Only step on it," Becker suggested. 
 
The tractor beam had a little problem pulling the Condor loose, but after a few nasty jolts and some ghastly creaking the ship began to shift, until at last the outer hull was visible again through the viewport, the landing pods choked with reeds and dripping with giant sharp-fanged eel-like reptiles. 
 
"Ewww," Becker said. "Glad we didn't go out there!" 
 
The Wats were awestricken all over again as the Condor pulled free from the muck with a deafening sucking noise and leaped into the air under the tow of the other ship. 
 
When Scar's face appeared on the screen, Sandy Wat said to Red Wat, "The face of the Thunder God as he lifts us onto his lightning bolt." To Acorna he pointed triumphantly at the screen and said, "You see?" 
 
Acorna decided it was better to deal with the Wats' misconceptions later. Much later. 
 
But Nadhari didn't move, not even when they felt the heavy pressure of acceleration as their ship was pulled out of the gravity well and into space. 
 
"Nadhari," Acorna said carefully, "although we all know you and RK well, we know very little about Makahomia. Your planet has the reputation for being almost as secluded and secretive as Vhiliinyar and narhii-Vhiliinyar. Is there anything you would like to tell us about it so we can avoid embarrassing you or ourselves?" 
 
"Like what? " Nadhari asked. 
 
"Whatever seems pertinent right now-for instance, where exactly are we going? What is your planet like? Does the name of your planet mean something special? Answers to those questions seem like a good place to start." 
 
Nadhari took a deep breath, more out of tension than the need for oxygen. Finally she said, "The name of my home planet? Makah is our word for cat, and 'horn' refers to either people or place, so we are the people or place of the cat, depending on the suffix. Makahomia, as you say, is 'place of the cat.' We would say 'Makahomin' for place, 'Makahomini' for ourselves. We'll be landing near the Federation outpost facility, which is the only place vessels like the Condor and the Arkansas Traveler can refuel on Makahomia. There is only one outpost, or at least that was the case "when last I "was here. It is just outside the city of Hissim, on the semiarid Mog-Gim Plateau bordering the Great Aridimi Desert." 
 
"Is that where you're from, Nadhari?" 
 
"Not originally, no, though I lived there briefly in semi-slavery before being recruited by the Federation." 
 
"Semi-slavery?" asked Becker, who had himself been a child slave on Kezdet. "Does that mean they shackle you only on alternate days?" 
 
"No," she said. "I was taken prisoner by the Aridimis after a battle and given to the Temple priests as an acolyte. As such, I was confined to the Temple to do menial chores. My fighting ability and my affinity for the sacred cats saved me from some of the less pleasant duties I might have been forced into otherwise." That must have been terrible for you," Acorna said sympathetically. "No wonder you were so eager to help Mr. Li free the children of Kezdet and establish the training center on Maganos." 
 
Nadhari raised an eyebrow and smiled a half-smile. "Actually, it wasn't bad at all. I let myself be captured, once I had demonstrated that I could handle myself in battle. I knew our enemy was near the new Federation outpost, and I knew that the Federation recruited likely Makahomian young people and took them off-planet to train for the Corps. One of my cousins had gone and returned, which was quite unusual. He said it was wonderful, but that Makahomia needed him more than the Federation. His stories made me determine to be chosen. Mostly they didn't choose girls, but there were not many girls who could fight as I could." 
 
Becker had wanted Nadhari to open up, and now she was unusually garrulous. Acorna thought it was extreme nervousness, as well as being around people she trusted, that made her so talkative. 
 
"What was your home like?" Acorna asked her. "Now that we are here, will you be able to visit your family? Can we explore the planet with you and see where you come from?" 
 
"I very much doubt it," Nadhari said with a half shrug. "It may not even be advisable to let the Federation know I'm aboard, depending on who rules Hissim these days. Also, the Federation does not allow anyone to introduce alien technologies to our people. 
 
"Why not?" Becker asked. 
 
Nadhari took a deep breath. "Because if one faction had a technological edge, it would upset the balance of power that keeps our continual wars from escalating to a bloodbath that could wipe out the population. You must understand, Jonas, my people are at war all the time-it's part of what we do," she told him. 
 
"But we don't need to worry about someone shooting us down as we land?" 
 
"Oh, no, because the Federation are the only ones who have modern weapons. Anything more advanced than a spear or a knife is considered much too dangerous to be in Makahomian hands." 
 
"By the Federation?" Acorna asked. "That's very... paternalistic, isn't it?" 
 
"Actually, it was our priests, both the war priests and the peace priests, who jointly decided on the taboo and insisted that the Federation enforce it as a condition of their maintaining a presence on the planet. In exchange, the Federation gained the concession that it could choose likely youngsters to train for its service. Of course, when one of us was chosen to leave our world and take up fighting elsewhere, that is a different matter. As expatriates, we could learn anything they wished to teach us, including how to handle all the weapons with which they armed us. We are not allowed to take those weapons back to the indigenous areas of our homeworld with us, however. Or even to speak to our people of their existence." 
 
Becker snorted. "Yeah, I can see where you could become Supreme High Pooh-Bah in a nanosecond if you had Old Betsy with you," he said. Old Betsy was what he called Nadhari's laser rifle. 
 
"Should I visit my planet's surface, I will be allowed to carry no weapons but the dagger I took with me from the Temple when I left," Nadhari said. 
 
"But on the other hand, you're saying that nobody else on your world will have anything badder," Becker said, nodding his understanding. "Well, that'll make things more even. But you don't need a laser rifle to do damage, babe. I've seen you in action." 
 
She grimaced. "It is true I've learned much since leaving the Temple, but many of my people are at least as able in the traditional fighting skills as I was when I was chosen to leave. And though I may have had much more training and experience since, I am older now, and my reflexes are not as fast as once they were." 
 
"You musta been a beautiful baby," Becker said. "And death on wheels if you were any tougher than you are now." 
 
She didn't acknowledge either aspect of the intended compliment, but said seriously, "My bloodlines on my father's side are from the Kashirian Steppes, where the best fighters come from. Kashirians, when they are not personally defending their own territory or attacking someone else's, are hired by the other peoples as mercenaries. Normally, girls are not trained as highly as boys in battle skills. However, my mother's people were Felihari, one of the Makavitian Rainforest tribes. The climate in the forests is hot and very, very wet, and fighting is done with less physical and more intellectual finesse than elsewhere on the planet. My mother was initiated as a Felihari High Priestess." 
 
As Nadhari spoke, Acorna saw the images of her memories quite clearly-the rubbery copper-colored foliage of the jungle, stirring sluggishly in a dripping heat, the striped and spotted creatures slithering along the ground or up and down the trees, the rainfall that came second- and thirdhand after first being deposited on the tallest branches, then flowing onto the lower ones, and finally reaching the ground. The Temples draped in drowsing cats and studded with winking jewels - or were those more cats blinking back the light? Nadhari's mother, erect and proud as Nadhari herself but shorter, browner, wearing the practical dress for the climate-that is, very little dress at all. Her skin, coppery as the leaves around her, glistened with moisture. Her auburn/black hair was braided with what looked like-but couldn't be-the eyes of cats. 
 
Nadhari was remembering one cat in particular -a sleek tawny creature with a throaty purr whose butter-soft fur turned red at ears and tail, and whose jonquil eyes always seemed uplifted to a particular young girl. 
 
"The Felihari women hold much of the power in their culture, and since their fighting skills require more of an intelligent application of the laws of physics than brawn, the women are quite effective fighters. When my father was taken prisoner by her people, my mother thought he would make a highly desirable contribution to the tribe's bloodlines and became impregnated by him. Religiosity does not require celibacy on my homeworld. The resulting child, my elder brother, was considered such a success, and I suspect my mother and father found the process so enjoyable, that they formalized their union and made me as well." 
 
"That's romantic," Becker said dryly. 
 
Acorna could tell there was much Nadhari was not saying and didn't wish to say, for reasons of her own. Perhaps the reasons were connected with the emotional problems Becker had described on the way to MOO. But until she was ready to talk about it, it did little good to press her for more information. 
 
Instead, Acorna asked, "Nadhari, the aagroni wanted some information about the Makahomian Temple cats. He believes, having seen RK, that there might be some connection between them and a species that existed on Vhiliinyar before the Khleevi attack. I would like to speak with some of the high priests about them. How much exposure have your people had to people not of their own species? Should I disguise myself, or would it be best to simply present myself as a Linyaari ambassador?" 
 
Nadhari considered, then said, "You will have to -in fact, any of us would have to - obtain a permit from the Federation officials to enter the cities or countryside, and especially to interact with any of our officials. Even I will have to, since I have been away so long." 
 
"Surely they wouldn't keep you from seeing your family?" 
 
"I cannot be sure any of my family members still live," Nadhari said. "My mother was killed by a band of mercenaries unrelated to my father, who was at that time off fighting for another Makavitian tribe involved in a blood feud with Aridimis. My brother was killed defending my mother and her Temple." Nadhari was remembering the tawny cat, accidentally wounded with a great gash in its side, growling over her mother and brother, de fending their bodies against all comers, while a little girl screamed desperate "war cries and kicked and chopped until she was so exhausted her laughing opponents were able to simply scoop her up and carry her off. "But when the mercenaries who killed them found me and learned who my father was, they ransomed me to him. He was killed in a battle soon after the one in which I was taken prisoner." 
 
In Nadhari's mind, Acorna saw the blood and heat of the battles, the gaping mouths of wounds and splintered bone. She smelled the stench of overheated bodies and felt the weapons slip with the sweat of hands. Heard the crunch and dull thwack sound of blunt objects striking flesh, the ring of metal as it sought targets. 
 
Becker whistled. "You haven't had a dull life, have you? No wonder you haven't been homesick!" Acorna noted that although he appeared to understand Nadhari's motives, he was still gently probing. The concept of a settled home was more alien to him than the Linyaari were. His childhood as a Kezdet farm slave was ended by his adoption by Theophilus Becker to be son and first mate aboard the Condor. The ship was Becker's home more than any planet, much less any town or city. 
 
Nadhari's rainforest memory shifted to one of hilly lands covered with riders of beasts who looked a bit like the Ancestors, without horns, and yet "were not quite Terran horses. The people riding the beasts were ferocious looking, with bristling facial hair. And they gave way in Nadhari's imaginings to red-robed hairless figures, in the background, and flat-roofed houses looking out over an even flatter plain. These places had all been home briefly to the girl Nadhari had been. 
 
Acorna began to wonder if the accident ending in the Condor becoming stranded near Makahomia was an accident after all. Becker was bluff and jovial with her, but also was a shrewd man, sometimes every bit as sly as Hafiz. Blaming RK was convenient, as the cat was unlikely to challenge him, at least verbally. 
 
"It isn't only that. Without a family, as an acolyte, you become the tool of the ruling priests. Some of them are good, holy people. Others are where they are only because of their influence and family connections and because they wish to exercise power over others. Only the Temple cats," she said, stroking RK, who slitted his eyes and purred appreciatively, "can be trusted to be always completely honest in their reactions and judgments. They protect the Temples, the acolytes, the priests, and the people - especially those they favor. They attack, when away from the Temple, only for food or when threatened. It is a great tragedy when one is killed or injured - even for the side attacking." She fell silent, her thoughts returning to the injured tawny red-tipped cat dying beside her mother and brother as the rain dripped onto their bodies. 
 
"It sounds as if your cats are as revered as our Ancestors," Acorna said. "And yet your people have so many "wars. What do they find to fight over?" 
 
Nadhari laughed. "What do they not fight over? The tribes of the rainforest are wealthy, with "water and growing things needed for medicines and food. Our Temples are the most elaborate, our cats the closest to the wild state, our jungles teem with wild things good for food and clothing. The people of the arid zone have no water, few plants. My father's people of the plains would perhaps be the greatest targets for attack were they not the fiercest of all fighters. They are nomadic, herding beasts from river to river, using the arable land for short-term crops "when there is sufficient peace to grow them. They are often the object of attack from both the arid zones and the forest. But more often they fight for one side against the other, gaining the forest treasures for the desert folk and the sacred cats-eye gems for the forest tribes. These are the material reasons for our warfare. We also fight for the same reasons everyone does: sport, power, love, honor, territory, revenge, loot, or slaves, or to free ourselves from slavery if we are captured." 
 
"Your people still keep slaves?" Acorna asked. "And the Federation permits it?" 
 
"They didn't interfere on Kezdet while the slavery served a purpose, did they? " Nadhari asked with a shrug. "While we fight each other, we are not threatening those with real power out in the galaxy. Our own priests have the power that matters to them. And as long as our wars employ nothing but traditional weapons and stay confined to our planet's surface, the Federation feels that our Quaint Native Customs can be honored. I didn't realize all of this until I began to work for Delszaki Li on Kezdet and learned from him more about the uses and abuses of power. As his personal guard, I was beside him always. Mr. Li was not a man to look down upon someone simply because he paid them wages. He talked to me a great deal. He taught me much of the history of the peoples who settled Kezdet. And I came to realize some of the reasons my people never found peace, although there has always been much sentimental talk of it. 
 
"Our leaders do not actually desire peace any more than they desire annihilation. Our wars serve many purposes. They are the main business of our priests. The priests fan the conflicts to maintain a constant sense of danger and a state of emergency so people will not question their actions or motivations. The wars solidify loyalties and make simple things like starving seem trivial by comparison. The fear of death and destruction keeps the people occupied. And then there's always something for the fighters to look forward to: the thrill of acquiring loot and slaves, the joy of decreasing the population - preferably that of your enemy, of course. There are a very few cultural safeguards in all of this that have kept us from destroying the planet. Our people do not engage in wholesale slaughter of noncombatants, and we do not seek to decimate the gene pool of the opposing side by disposing of those with brains or talent when we have the opportunity. As terrible as I find the conflicts, they are not as terrible as they could be if our people followed another path." 
 
"But nobody else on the planet sees this the way you do?" Becker asked. 
 
She sighed. "I don't know. I haven't been back since I was a child. It seemed to me then that people didn't think about anything much at all. Things were as they were; allegiances shifted, but there was always an allegiance to something. There was always something to defend and something to hate and fight. Most of us have been partially raised in all three areas of the planet, sometimes as slaves, sometimes as steppe-children of the tribes we live among. We fight only each other. The Federation is here now to protect us from outside threats like the Khleevi, so we ourselves are our only enemies." 
 
Becker shook his head, saying, "It still sounds weird to me. Not that I'm ethnocentric or xenophobic or anything." 
 
"If we wish it, we need know nothing of what is going on on the planet. The Federation officials may require you to fill out forms before allowing your repairs and refueling, but you need not see any two-legged Makahomians except me unless you seek to do so. If the officials permit Acorna to carry out her mission, they may arrange for the priests to come to the Federation post. It will all be very civilized. At least, if things are still as they were when I left." 
 
Nadhari paused, as if unsure of the wisdom of continuing. Then she went on, saying, "You know, Jonas, when we get to my planet, it might be a good idea if you and Acorna do the talking for us while RK and I keep a very low profile, at least until we know what we're dealing with and who." 
 
"Why hide RK?" Becker wanted to know. "Won't the pussycats back at your home be glad to see the big guy?" 
 
"Taking a Temple cat from Makahomia is frowned upon," Nadhari told him. "Keeping him hidden could be good for your health. Such a theft is punishable by death."

Death? But 7 didn't steal him," Becker protested. "I rescued him. Surely they wouldn't want to kill me over that-that's killing the messenger. On the other hand, do you think they might try to keep RK there on the planet if they find out about him?" 
 
"Probably so." 
 
Becker looked down at RK, still in his harness in the seat between them, and said, "Looks like no shore leave for you, mate. I don't suppose there will be any fuzzy hussies we can smuggle aboard either. Sorry, old man." 
 
RK glared up at him, then dropped his chin to his paws. By this time they were well outside the atmosphere, trailing along in the wake of the Arkansas Traveler, floating through space in the tractor beam's embrace like a patchwork ballerina. 
 
Acorna passed the journey to Nadhari and RK's home planet learning Makahomian with the help of her friends and the LAANYE. Since Acorna was a quick study with languages, she seldom needed to absorb them in her sleep, as most Linyaari did. By the time Captain MacDonald towed them within sight of Makahomia, Acorna and Nadhari were conversing easily in the warrior woman's native tongue. 
 
Their first sight of the planet was impressive. Makahomia was redder than Mars ever had been, a rich rusty orange red, with two moons and two suns. 
 
"A lot of iron in your soil," Acorna remarked to Nadhari. 
 
"Yes. Our iron makes excellent weapons, especially when alloyed with some of the many other metals so abundant on our planet." 
 
Even the clouds were reddish and swirled at high speeds over the face of the planet.

I was sent by my people to make inquiries regarding the history of a certain Makahomian life form. Could you give me the name of the ruling head of this area, so that I may address my written request for an audience with that person appropriately?" 
 
It appeared that someone was listening, after all. 
 
"The Federation commanding officer in charge is Lieutenant Commander Dsu Macostut," a clipped voice answered on the com, "and he is the one who will need to approve your request before it is passed along to the High Priest of Hissim and the Aridimi Plateau, Mulzar Edu Kando sach Pilau dom Mog-Gim. We will apprise the lieutenant commander of your arrival." 
 
"Ahhh," Acorna said in what she hoped was an elite ambassadorial tone. "Many thanks, good sir." 
 
"Edu?" Nadhari asked when the com unit was safely off. "Edu is in charge?" 
 
"Glad you're on a first-name basis with the guy, sweetie," Becker said. "Can I just call him Ed? I can't remember the rest of that stuff." 
 
No," Nadhari said, emerging from her preoccupation long enough to touch his cheek fondly. "Just like you can't remember the star maps from most of the known universe including uncharted wormholes, black holes, and other spatial features the regular physicists haven't named yet. You've got the best memory of anybody I know - until you hit something you don't want to remember. The name is actually very simple, Jonas. "Oh, well, sure, it's simple when you put it that way," Becker said. "Sach means your steppe-name, and that other word - " 
 
"Ardo," she supplied. 
 
"Means your desert affiliation. But his affiliation wasn't ardo - it was some other word." 
 
"Dom," she said. "No one from the Mog-Gim Plateau captured him - he conquered the plateau."

This way, maybe we can maybe do a little looking around while we're here, visit the garden spots, gawk at the Temples, stuff like that." 
 
"Yes," Acorna said, her tone innocent but with an underlying question in it. "If your kinsman is the high priest, perhaps he can assist me in carrying out the aagronis' errand to discover a possible relationship between pahaantiyirs and your Temple cats." 
 
"Yes, perhaps," Nadhari said, though her apparent agreement was belied by her tone of voice. 
 
Becker said anxiously, "Maybe he'll even understand about RK, but you think maybe we should hide my buddy until we find out, huh?" 
 
At that moment, Captain MacDonald announced that they were entering Makahomia's orbit. "You reckon if I turn you loose now you can land under your own power, Captain Becker? Otherwise, it'll be a little tricky setting 'er down with you still wagging behind me like the tail of Mary's little lamb." 
 
'Of course we can land," Becker said. "We're not exactly invalids out here-though you couldn't prove it in that mud puddle. Turn us loose and go ahead. We'll be right behind you." 
 
"Jonas, we should report in to Hafiz." 
 
"Good idea. He'll need to know about this little detour," Becker agreed. But when he tried to access Manganos Moonbase for relay to MOO, the com unit remained blank and dumb. "I was afraid of that," he said. "Can't do the long-range stuff with the computers screwed up."

"And I, too, would love to hear your answer."

Do you think I'm a fool? But I'm a bit surprised to hear you admit Edu might be misleading us, Brother Bulaybub. I thought you were Edu's righthand man."

"Please," Acorna said. "Obviously you two have a history and equally obviously it must be part of this, but it can wait. Answer my questions, Brother Bulaybub."

"You two are not helping matters," Acorna said. "Before the guards come looking for us, Brother Bulaybub, or Tagoth, or whoever you are, I need answers. A lot of them. All of the Temple cats here were once holy high priests and priestesses, lady," the acolyte told Nadhari. 
 
"And when a guardian dies, if he or she wishes, the next lifetime may be a human one-but if so, it is to the tribes of the forest they are born, and when they are no longer children, they can resume their true form. Therefore, by our beliefs, my uncle and I have ourselves been high priests and guardians in our past lives."

"This is why a rainforest tribeswoman, among her own people, is often kept untouched and unwed as long as possible. But it is not possible to keep her that way forever. Her own divinely altered self wishes to mate, and of course those men among her own people who know her secret wish her for a mate, that their children might have the power. And there is the tradition, even among the people of the steppe and those of the desert, that a rainforest woman must be bedded and bred as soon as possible. Which among our warring peoples can mean that getting the woman's consent to the bedding and breeding isn't part of the process. I have kept Miw-Sher close to me, Nadhari, and her secret I keep as if it were mine. Edu does not know, or he would use her as he has many others. 
 
Now, there was a yawning door to a whole other nest of vipers, Acorna realized. She felt that while it was very important for Nadhari and Tagoth to air their past difficulties, it was not as germane to everyone's current survival as her other question.

Thus we were granted a miraculous gift and blessed with the alien doctor who healed our guardians as a sign attesting to that righteousness." 
 
"I heard all the guardians had died," someone shouted. 
 
"Three days ago, it seemed that would be true, but now the acolytes and handmaidens will show you that through divine grace, four of our guardians have been restored to health." At his signal Miw-Sher and her fellow cat attendants brought forth Grimla, Pash, Haji, and Sher-Paw, all sleek of fur, bright of eye, and pink of nose and pads. When he was a bit older, he tormented songbirds, then hawks, that sort of thing. The priests were appalled by the waste of life, but my uncle said Edu was just practicing his warrior skills. I don't think Edu has changed much. He's just more ambitious."

The spotted light from the holes in the walls dappled everyone so that they resembled the large cats. The heat made the air shimmer in a way that caused Acorna to feel as if the whole thing was one of Hafiz's holograms. 
 
The cat lady returned her attention to Acorna. "There is something you must see. Perhaps then you will understand."

They were

I am assured by Kadi Nadhari, which is her new title as the female co-regent for Mulzarah Miw-Sher, that the star people can make the rest of your life conducive to contemplation of the error of your ways as well." 
 
Nadhari gave Macostut and Edu an evil grin, the toothy sort that Linyaari found especially frightening. 
 
"Cheer up, Edu," Tagoth told him. "The changes you want are coming about because of you, after all." 
 
The prisoners were taken away-Macostut to a cell, Kando to his new home inside a wall. 
 
The old high priest entertained his guests on the balcony where Miw-Sher had slept with the kittens. The kittens and their elders provided a floor show while Acorna and her friends ate. The high priest had ordered some bread, cheese, and fruit be brought onto the balcony for a picnic on the lake. Thanks to the Linyaari horns, even the air smelled better than it had a few hours before.

Glossary of Terms and Proper Names in the Acorna Universe 
 
aagroni-Linyaari name for a vocation that is a combination of ecologist, agriculturalist, botanist, and biologist. Aagroni are responsible for terraforming new planets for settlement as well as maintaining the well-being of populated planets. 
 
Aari-a Linyaari of the Nyaarya clan, captured by the Khleevi during the invasion of Vhiliinyar, tortured, and left for dead on the abandoned planet. He's Maati's older brother. Aari survived and was rescued and restored to his people by Jonas Becker and Roadkill. But Aari's differences, the physical and psychological scars left behind by his adventures, make it difficult for him to fit in among the Linyaari. 
 
Aarlii-a Linyaari survey team member, firstborn daughter of Captain Yaniriin. 
 
Aarkiiyi-member of the Linyaari survey team on Vhiliinyar. 
 
Acorna-a unicorn-like humanoid discovered as an infant by three human miners -Calum, Gill, and Rafik. She has the power to heal and purify with her horn. Her uniqueness has already shaken up the human galaxy, especially the planet Kezdet. She's now fully grown and changing the lives of her own people as well. Among her own people, she is known as Kornya. 
 
Ancestors-unicorn-like sentient species, precursor race to the Linyaari. Also known as ki-lin. 
 
Ancestral Friends-an ancient shape-changing and spacefaring race responsible for saving the unicorns (or Ancestors) from Old Terra and using them to create the Linyaari race on Vhili-inyar. 
 
Ancestral Hosts -see Ancestral Friends. 
 
Andina-owner of the cleaning concession on MOO, and sometimes lady companion to Captain Becker. 
 
Aridimi Desert-a vast barren desert on the Makahomian planet, site of a hidden Temple and a sacred lake. 
 
Aridimis-people from the Makahomian Aridimi desert. 
 
Arkansas Traveler-freight-hauling spaceship piloted by Scaradine (Scar) MacDonald. 
 
Attendant - Linyaari who have been selected for the task of caring for the Ancestors. 
 
Balakiire-the Linyaari spaceship commanded by Acorna's aunt Neeva. 
 
Basic-shorthand for Standard Galactic, the language used throughout human-settled space. 
 
Becker-see Jonas Becker 
 
Bulaybub Felidar sach Pilau ardo Agorah-a Makahomian Temple priest, better known by his real name, Tagoth. A priest who supports modernizing the Makahomian way of life, he was a favorite of Nadhari Kando before her departure from the planet. He has a close relationship with his young relative, Miw-Sher. 
 
Calum Baird-one of three miners who discovered Acorna and raised her. 
 
chrysoberyl -a precious cats-eye gemstone available in large supply and great size on the planet of Makahomia, but also, very rarely and in smaller sizes, throughout the known universe. The stones are considered sacred on Makahomia, and 
 
are guarded by the priest class and the Temples. Throughout the rest of the universe, they are used in the mining and terraforming industries. 
 
Condor-Jonas Becker's salvage ship, heavily modified to incorporate various "found" items Becker has come across in his space voyages. 
 
Declan "Gill" Giloglie - one of three human miners who discovered Acorna and raised her. 
 
Delszaki Li-once the richest man on Kezdet, opposed to child exploitation, made many political enemies. He lived his life paralyzed, floating in an antigravity chair. Clever and devious, he both hijacked and rescued Acorna and gave her a cause - saving the children of Kezdet. He became her adopted father. Li's death was a source of tremendous sadness to all but his enemies. 
 
Dinan-Temple priest and doctor in Hissim. 
 
Dsu Macostut - Federation officer, lieutenant commander of the Federation base on Makahomia. 
 
Edacki Ganoosh - corrupt Kezdet count, uncle of Kisla Manjari. 
 
enye-gbanyii-Linyaari time unit, small portion of ghaanye. 
 
Fagad-Temple priest in the Aridimi desert, who spied for Mulzar Edu Kando. 
 
Felihari-one of the Makavitian Rainforest tribes on Makahomia. 
 
Ferula-Acorna's mother. 
 
Fiicki - Linyaari communications officer on Vhiliinyar expedition. 
 
Fiirki Miilkar - a Linyaari animal specialist. 
 
Fiiryi-a Linyaari. 
 
fraaki-Linyaari word for fish. 
 
Friends-also known as Ancestral Friends. A shape-changing and spacefaring race responsible for saving the unicorns from Old Terra and using them to create the Linyaari race on Vhili-inyar. 
 
Gaali-highest peak on Vhiliinyar, never scaled by the Linyaari people. The official marker for Vhiliinyar's date line, anchoring the meridian line that sets the end of the old day and the beginning of the new day across the planet as it rotates Our Star at the center of the solar system. With nearby peaks Zaami and Kaahi, the high mountains are a mystical place for most Linyaari. 
 
ghaanye (pi. ghaanyi)- a Linyaari year. 
 
gheraalye malivii-Linyaari for Navigation Officer. 
 
gheraalye ve-kbanyii- Linyaari for Senior Communications Officer. 
 
giirange - office of toastmaster in a Linyaari social organization. 
 
GSS - Gravitation Stabilization System. 
 
Hoar ha Liirni-Linyaari term for advanced education, usually pursued during adulthood while on sabbatical from a previous calling. 
 
Hafiz Harakamian-Rafik's uncle, head of the interstellar financial empire of House Harakamian, a passionate collector of rarities from throughout the galaxy and a devotee of the old-fashioned sport of horse racing. Although basically crooked enough to hide behind a spiral staircase, he is genuinely fond of Rafik and Acorna. 
 
Highmagister HaGurdy-the Ancestral Friend in charge of the Hosts on old Vhiliinyar. 
 
Hissim-the biggest city on Makahomia, home of the largest Temple. 
 
Hraaya-an Ancestor. 
 
Hrronye-Melireenya's lifemate. 
 
Hrunvrun-the first Linyaari Ancestral attendant. 
 
luliira-a Linyaari ship. 
 
Iirtye - chief aagroni for narhii-Vhiliinyar. 
 
Ikwaskwan -self-styled leader of the Kilumbembese Red Bracelets. Depending on circumstances and who he is trying to impress, he is known as either General Ikwaskwan or Admiral Ikwaskwan, though both ranks are self-administered. Entered into devious dealings with Edacki Ganoosh that led to his downfall. 
 
Johnny Greene - an old friend of Calum, Rafik, and Gill; joined the Starfarers when he was fired after Amalgamated Mining's takeover of MME. 
 
Jonas Becker - interplanetary salvage artist; alias space junkman. Captain of the Condor. CEO of Becker Interplanetary Recycling and Salvage Enterprises Ltd.-a one-man, one-cat salvage firm Jonas inherited from his adopted father. Jonas spent his early youth on a labor farm on the planet Kezdet before he was adopted. 
 
Judit Kendoro-assistant to psychiatrist Alton Forelle at Amalgamated Mining, saved Acorna from certain death. Later fell in love with Gill and joined with him to help care for the children employed in Delszaki Li's Maganos mining operation. 
 
Kaahi-a high mountain peak on Vhiliinyar. 
 
Kaalmi Vroniiyi -leader of the Linyaari Council, which made the decision to restore the ruined planet Vhiliinyar, with Hafiz's help and support, to a state that would once again support the Linyaari and all the life forms native to the planet. 
 
Kaarlye-the father of Aari, Maati, and Laarye. A member of the Nyaarya clan, and life-bonded to Miiri. 
 
ka-Linyaari - something against all Linyaari beliefs, something not Linyaari. 
 
Karina-a plumply beautiful wannabe psychic with a small shred of actual talent and a large fondness for profit. Married to Hafiz Harakamian. This is her first marriage, his second. 
 
Kashirian Steppes-Makahomian region that produces the best fighters. 
 
Kashirians-Makahomians from the Kashirian Steppes. 
 
kava-a coffee-like hot drink produced from roasted ground beans. 
 
KEN-a line of general-purpose male androids, some with customized specializations, differentiated among their owners by number (for example, KEN637). 
 
Kezdet -a backwoods planet with a labor system based on child exploitation. Currently in economic turmoil because that system was broken by Delszaki Li and Acorna. 
 
Khaari - senior Linyaari navigator on the Batakiire. 
 
Khleevi-name given by Acorna's people to the spaceborne enemies who have attacked them without mercy. 
 
kii-a Linyaari time measurement roughly equivalent to an hour of Standard Time. 
 
ki-lin - Oriental term for unicorn, also a name sometimes associated with Acorna. 
 
Kilumbemba Empire-an entire society that raises and exports mercenaries for hire-the Red Bracelets. 
 
Kisla Manjari-anorexic and snobbish young woman, raised as daughter of Baron Manjari; shattered when through Acorna's efforts to help the children of Kezdet her father is ruined and the truth of her lowly birth is revealed. 
 
Kubiilikaan, the legendary first city on Vhiliinyar, founded by the Ancestral Hosts. 
 
Kubiilikhan - capital city of narhii-Vhiliinyar, named after Kubiilikaan, the legendary first city on VhiLiinyar, founded by the Ancestral Hosts. 
 
LAANYE-sleep-learning device invented by the Linyaari that can, from a small sample of any foreign language, teach the wearer the new language overnight. 
 
Laarye-Maati and Aari's brother. He died on Vhiliinyar during the Khleevi invasion. He was trapped in an accident in a cave far distant from the spaceport during the evacuation, and was badly injured. Aari stayed behind to rescue and heal him, but was captured by the Khleevi and tortured before he could accomplish his mission. Laarye died before Aari could escape and return. 
 
Laboue-the planet where Hafiz Harakamian makes his headquarters. 
 
lilaala.-a flowering vine native to Vhiliinyar used by early Linyaari to make paper. 
 
Liriili - former viizaar of narhii-Vhiliinyar, member of the clan Riivye. 
 
Linyaari-Acorna's people. 
 
Lukia of the Lights -a protective saint, identified by some children of Kezdet with Acorna. 
 
Ma'aowri 3-a planet populated by cat-like beings. 
 
Maarni-a Linyaari folklorist, mate to Yiitir. 
 
Maati -a young Linyaari girl of the Nyaarya clan who lost most of her family during the Khleevi invasion. Aari's younger sister. 
 
MacKenZ -also known as Mac, a very useful and adaptable unit of the KEN line of androids, now in the service of Captain Becker. The android was formerly owned by Kisla Manjari and came into the captain's service after it tried to kill him on Kisla's orders. Becker's knack for dealing with salvage enabled him to reprogram the android to make the KEN unit both loyal to him and eager to please. The reprogramming had interesting side effects on the android's personality, though, leaving Mac much quirkier than is usually the case for androids. 
 
madigadi-a berry-like fruit whose juice is a popular beverage. 
 
Maganos-one of the three moons of Kezdet, base for Delszaki Li's mining operation and child rehabilitation project. 
 
Makahomia-war-torn home planet of RK and Nadhari Kendo. 
 
Makahomian Temple cat-cats on the planet Makahomia, bred from ancient Cat God stock to protect and defend the Cat God's Temples. They are -for cats-large, fiercely loyal, remarkably intelligent, and dangerous when crossed. 
 
Makavitian Rainforest-a tropical area of the planet Makahomia, populated by various warring jungle tribes. 
 
Manjari-a baron in the Kezdet aristocracy, and a key person in the organization and protection of Kezdet's child-labor racket, in which he was known by the code name Piper. He murdered his wife and then committed suicide when his identity was revealed and his organization destroyed. 
 
Martin Dehoney-famous astro-architect who designed Maganos Moonbase; the coveted Dehoney Prize was named after him. 
 
Melireenya-Linyaari communications specialist on the Balakiire, bonded to Hrronye. 
 
Mercy Kendoro- younger sister of Pal and Judit Kendoro, saved from a life of bonded labor by Judit's efforts; she worked as a spy for the Child Liberation League in the offices of Kezdet Guardians of the Peace until the child labor system was destroyed. 
 
Miiri - mother of Aari, Laarye, and Maati. A member of the Nyaarya clan, life-bonded to Kaarlye. 
 
mitanyaakhi-generic Linyaari term meaning a very large number. 
 
Miw-Sher - a Makahomian Keeper of the sacred Temple cats. Her name means kitten in Makahomian. 
 
MME-Gill, Calum, and Rafik's original mining company. Swallowed by the ruthless, conscienceless, and bureaucratic Amalgamated Mining. 
 
Mog-Gim Plateau - an arid area on the planet Makahomia near the Federation spaceport. 
 
MOO, or Moon of Opportunity-Hafiz's artificial planet, and home base for the Vhiliinyar terraforming operation. 
 
Mulzar-the Mog-Gimin title taken by the high priest who is also the warlord of the Plateau. 
 
Mulzar Edu Kando sach Pilau dom Mog-Gim-High Priest of Hissim and the Aridimi Plateau, on the planet Makahomia. 
 
Naadiina-also known as Grandam, one of the oldest Linyaari, host to both Maati and Acorna on narhii-Vhiliinyar; died to give her people the opportunity to save both of their planets. 
 
Naarye-Linyaari techno-artisan in charge of final fit-out of spaceships. 
 
Nadhari Kando-formerly Delszaki Li's personal bodyguard, rumored to have been an officer in the Red Bracelets earlier in her career, then a security officer in charge of MOO, then the guard for the leader on her home planet of Makahomia. 
 
narhii-Vhiliinyar-the planet settled by the Linyaari after Vhiliinyar, their original homeworld, was destroyed by the Khleevi. 
 
Neeva-Acorna's aunt and Linyaari envoy on the Balakiire, bonded to Virii. 
 
Neo-Hadithian - an ultraconservative, fanatical religious sect. 
 
Ngaen Xong Hoa-a Kieaanese scientist who invented a planetary weather control system. He sought asylum on the Haven because he feared the warring governments on his planet would misuse his research. A mutineer faction on the Haven used the system to reduce the planet Rushima to ruins. The mutineers were tossed into space, and Dr. Hoa has since restored Rushima and now works for Hafiz. 
 
Niciirye - Grandam Naadiina's husband, dead and buried on Vhiliinyar. 
 
Niikaavri - Acorna's grandmother, a member of the clan Geeyiinah, and a spaceship designer by trade. Also, as Niikaavre, the name of the spaceship used by Maati and Thariinye. 
 
Nirii -a planetary trading partner of the Linyaari, populated by bovine-like two-horned sentients, known as Niriians, technologically advanced, able to communicate telepathically, and phlegmatic in temperament. 
 
nyiiri-the Linyaari word for unmitigated gall, sheer effrontery, or other form of misplaced bravado. 
 
Our Star - Linyaari name for the star that centers their solar system. 
 
Paazo River -a major geographical feature on the Linyaari homeworld, Vhiliinyar. 
 
pahaantiyir-a. large cat-like animal once found on Vhiliinyar. 
 
Pandora - Count Edacki Ganoosh's personal spaceship, used to track and pursue Hafiz's ship Shahrazad as it speeds after Acorna on her journey to narhii-Vhiliinyar. Later confiscated and used by Hafiz for his own purposes. 
 
piiro - Linyaari word for a rowboat-like water vessel. 
 
piiyl-a Niriian biotechnology-based information storage and retrieval system. The biological component resembles a very rancid cheese. 
 
Praxes-a swampy planet near Makahomia used by the Federation to train Makahomian recruits. 
 
Rafik Nadezda-one of three miners who discovered Acorna 
 
and raised her. 
 
Red Bracelets - Kilumbembese mercenaries; arguably the toughest and nastiest fighting force in known space. 
 
Roadkill -otherwise known as RK. A Makahomian Temple cat, the only survivor of a space wreck, rescued and adopted by Jonas Becker, and honorary first mate of the Condor. 
 
Scaradine MacDonald-captain of the Arkansas Traveler spaceship, and galactic freight hauler. 
 
Shahrazad-Hafiz's personal spaceship, a luxury cruiser. 
 
sii-Linyaari - a legendary race of aquatic Linyaari-like beings 
 
developed by the Ancestral Friends. 
 
Siiaaryi Maartri-a. Linyaari Survey ship. 
 
Sita Ram- a protective goddess, identified with Acorna by the 
 
mining children on Kezdet. 
 
Standard Galactic Basic- the language used throughout the human settled galaxy, also known simply as Basic. 
 
stiil - Linyaari word for a pencil-like writing implement. 
 
Taankaril - visedhaanye ferilii of the Gamma sector of Linyaari 
 
space. 
 
Tagoth - mc Bulaybub. 
 
techno-artisan - Linyaari specialist who designs, engineers, or manufactures goods. 
 
Thariinye - a handsome and conceited young spacefaring Linyaari from clan Renyilaaghe. 
 
Theophilus Becker - Jonas Becker's father, a salvage man and 
 
astrophysicist with a fondness for exploring uncharted wormholes. 
 
thiilir (pi. thilirii) - small arboreal mammals of Linyaari home world. 
 
thiilsis - grass species native to Vhiliinyar. 
 
Toroona- a Niriian female, who sought help from Acorna and the Linyaari when her home planet was invaded by the Khleevi. 
 
Twi Osiam - planetary site of a major financial and trade center. 
 
twilit- small, pestiferous insect on Linyaari home planet. 
 
Uhuru - one of the various names of the ship owned jointly by Gill, Calum, and Rafik. 
 
Vaanye - Acorna's father. 
 
Vhiliinyar - original home planet of the Linyaari, destroyed by Khleevi. 
 
viizaar-a. high political office in the Linyaari system, roughly 
 
equivalent to president or prime minister. 
 
Virii-Neeva's spouse. 
 
visedhaanye ferilii-Linyaari term corresponding roughly to "Envoy Extraordinary." 
 
Vriiniia Watiir-sacred healing lake on Vhiliinyar, defiled by 
 
the Khleevi. 
 
Wahanamoian Blossom of Sleep-poppy-like flowers whose pollen, when ground, is a very powerful sedative. 
 
wii-a Linyaari prefix meaning small. 
 
yaazi-Linyaari term for beloved. 
 
Yaniriin -a Linyaari Survey Ship captain. 
 
Yiitir - history teacher at the Linyaari academy, and Chief Keeper of the Linyaari Stories. Lifemate to Maarni. 
 
Yukata Batsu - Uncle Hafiz's chief competitor on Laboue. 
 
Zaami -a high mountain peak on the Linyaari homeworld. 
 
Zanegar - second-generation Starfarer. 
 
Brief Notes on the Linyaari Language 
 
By Margaret Ball 
 
As Anne McCaffrey's collaborator in transcribing the first two tales of Acorna, I was delighted to find that the second of these books provided an opportunity to sharpen my long-unused skills in linguistic fieldwork. Many years ago, when the government gave out scholarships with gay abandon and the cost of living (and attending graduate school) was virtually nil, I got a Ph.D. in linguistics for no better reason than that (a) the government was willing to pay for it, (b) it gave me an excuse to spend a couple of years doing fieldwork in Africa, and (c) there weren't any real jobs going for eighteen-year-old girls with a B.A. in math and a minor in Germanic languages. (This was back during the Upper Pleistocene era, when the Help Wanted ads were still divided into Male and Female.) 
 
So there were all those years spent doing things like transcribing tonal Oriental languages on staff paper (the Field Methods instructor was Not Amused) and tape-recording Swahili women at weddings, and then I got the degree and wandered off to play with computers and never had any use for the stuff again... until Acorna's people appeared on the scene. It required a sharp ear and some facility for linguistic analysis to make sense 
 
of the subtle sound changes with which their language signaled syntactic changes; I quite enjoyed the challenge. 
 
The notes appended here represent my first and necessarily tentative analysis of certain patterns in Linyaari phonemics and morphophonemics. If there is any inconsistency between this analysis and the Linyaari speech patterns recorded in the later adventures of Acorna, please remember that I was working from a very limited database and, what is perhaps worse, attempting to analyze a decidedly nonhuman language with the aid of the only paradigms I had, twentieth-century linguistic models developed exclusively from human language. The result is very likely as inaccurate as were the first attempts to describe English syntax by forcing it into the mold of Latin, if not 'worse. My colleague, Elizabeth Ann Scarborough, has by now added her own notes to the small corpus of Linyaari names and utterances, and it may well be that in the next decade there will be enough data available to publish a truly definitive dictionary and grammar of Linyaari, an undertaking which will surely be of inestimable value not only to those members of our race who are involved in diplomatic and trade relations with this people, but also to everyone interested in the study of language. 
 
notes on the linyaari language 
 
1. A doubled vowel indicates stress: aavi, abaanye, khleevi. 
 
2. Stress is used as an indicator of syntactic function: in nouns stress is on the penultimate syllable, in adjectives on the last syllable, in verbs on the first. 
 
3. Intervocalic n is always palatalized. 
 
4. Noun plurals are formed by adding a final vowel, usually -i: 
 
one Liinyar, two Linyaari. Note that this causes a change in the stressed syllable (from Ll-nyar to Li-NYA-ri) and hence a change in the pattern of doubled vowels. 
 
For nouns whose singular form ends in a vowel, the plural is formed by dropping the original vowel and adding -i: ghaanye, ghaanyi. Here the number of syllables remains the same, therefore no stress/spelling change is required. 
 
5. Adjectives can be formed from nouns by adding a final -ii (again, dropping the original final vowel if one exists): maalive, malivii; Liinyar, Linyarii. Again, the change in stress means that the doubled vowels in the penultimate syllable of the noun disappear. 
 
6. For nouns denoting a class or species, such as Liinyar, the noun itself can be used as an adjective when the meaning is simply to denote a member of the class, rather than the usual adjective meaning of "having the qualities of this class." Thus, of the characters in Acorna, only Acorna herself could be described as "a Liinyar girl," but Judit, although human, would certainly be described as "a Linyarii girl," or "a just-as-civilized-as-a-real-member-of-the-People" girl. 
 
7. Verbs can be formed from nouns by adding a prefix constructed by [first consonant of noun] + ii + nye: faalar-grief; fi-inyefalar-to grieve. 
 
8. The participle is formed from the verb by adding a suffix -an or -en: thiinyethilel-to destroy, thiinyethilelen - destroyed. No stress change is involved because the participle is perceived as a verb form and therefore stress remains on the first syllable: 
 
enye-ghanyii-time unit, small portion of a year (ghaanye) fiinyefalaran-mourning, mourned 
 
ghaanye-a Linyaari year, equivalent to about 1 1/3 earth years 
 
gheraalye malivii-Navigation Officer 
 
gheraalye ve-khanyii-Senior Communications Specialist 
 
Khleevi-originally, a small vicious carrion feeding animal with a 
 
poisonous bite; now used by the Linyaari to denote the invaders 
 
who destroyed their home world. 
 
khleevi-barbarous, uncivilized, vicious without reason Liinyar-member of the People Linyaari-civilized; like a Liinyar 
 
Mitanyaakhi-large number (slang-like our "zillions") narhii-new 
 
thiliir, thiliiri-small arboreal mammals of Linyaari home world thiilel- destruction visedhaanye ferilii- Envoy Extraordinary 
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
